	Course Description
	Through specific in-depth courses on themes, works, and authors identified during the lessons, this course will analyze the relationship between law and literature. The course will include discussions of the contributions of art, cinema, and music.

	Course objectives and expected learning outcomes

	Through the reflections offered by literature, as well as the contributions of art, cinema, and music, the objective is to make students understand the training process and the ultimate goals of law.

By the end of the course, students should have acquired an understanding of the essential purposes of legal life, beyond the purely technical and operational aspects.

	The origins of the relationship between law and literature. A study of the relationship between process and literature. An analysis of some specific aspects of contemporary legal evolution from the perspective of philosophy and literature. Legal enlightenment in literature and painting. American legal and literary realism. A study of the relationship between music and law. The law and justice in other narratives. The figure of the lawyer and the judge between art and literature.
