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	Course Description
	The course aims to offer a deep knowledge of the forms of protection of subjective legal situations held by citizens vis-à-vis public administrations. It focuses on the study of the Code of Administrative Process, which entered into force in September 2010, alongside the study of the historical evolution of individual institutions as well as the analysis of the main jurisprudential approaches.
The course also includes the study of some practical cases, to allow students to acquire the skills necessary to solve concrete problems and draft procedural documents.


	Course Objectives and Expected Learning Outcomes
	
The course aims to enable students to acquire a good knowledge and understanding of the methods of protection in the process in which a public administration is part. This goal is pursued not only through the analysis of legal institutions, but also through a constant reference to the most recent case law.
In the course students will be encouraged to practice the use of the appropriate legal language, as well as in the acquisition of adequate autonomy of judgment in the context of problems inherent in the current system of administrative justice.
