The course aims to introduce students to the knowledge of the
theoretical and methodological foundations of the discipline through an
in-depth analysis of basic sociological concepts and fundamental social
processes. Moreover, with reference to the social effects induced by
digitalization and the research perspectives configurable within the so-
called web society, the course proposes the analysis of a minimum
glossary of terms related to some typical concepts of the sociological
tradition to test their "relevance" in current epistemological scenarios.
