 Description

	The Course is (basically) divided into a general part of a more strictly institutional nature and a special part in which topics of particular relevance and dogmatic relevance are focused, possibly with the aid of specific exercises and/or seminars.

	Course objectives and expected learning outcomes

	The course aims to make students acquire a critical view of the institutions of family law and inheritance law, with special regard to the most recent evolutionary dynamics and the orientations expressed by doctrine and living law. Particular attention will also be paid to the figure of donation and the complex phenomenology of gratuity, as expressed in modern business activities.

The student, at the end of the course, will have to demonstrate that they have acquired a good knowledge of the institutes being studied, an adequate capacity for exposure and an appreciable aptitude for autonomous re-elaboration of the contents covered. He will also have to demonstrate that he is capable of framing the concrete cases in the legal system, in the light of the underlying principles.
